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Organized Retail Crime Introduced

The “Combating Organized
Act of 2009” was introduc

House and the Senate in late February.
The legislation would make Organized

et
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Retail Crime (ORC) a federal felony and
require operators of online auction sites
to cooperate with retailers and law
enforcement in their ORC
investigations.

In addition to changes on the federal
level, SUPERVALU continues to support
changes to increase penalties for ORC
in @ number of states including
Minnesota, Washington, California and
Indiana.

ORC costs the retail industry $30 billion
in losses each year. ORC is distinct from
petty shoplifting involving professional
theft rings who pilfer large amounts of
merchandise that is sold back into the
marketplace through pawnshops, flea
markets and internet auction sites.

SUPERVALU, the Food Marketing
Institute and the National Retail
Federation, will continue our work
toward passage of these important
pieces of legislation.
